Internship Journaling Questions
Reflective Journal #3:  Ethics are the standards of conduct of a particular profession or group.  A dilemma is defined as a situation in which one must choose between difficult and conflicting alternatives.  Ethical dilemmas often require one to choose between options that are not 100% “right” or 100% “wrong”.  Identify and write about the ethical standards in your field or planned career.
